Father-Son Indian Guides
Monthly Meetings

Fathers and their sons, mostly grades K-3, meet typically 1-1/2 hour each month.  Meetings help children build confidence and socialization skills.  Each meeting has an opening, announcements and awards, a craft, a snack, and a closing. Meetings are short and fun!

Indian Nation Campouts

There is one campout each season, or four per year, each with its own special emphasis. Winter camp is snow & cold in the mountains (skiing, snowboarding, sledding, snowball fights), Spring is outdoor fun on Catalina (fishing, swimming, Frisbee golf, archery, hiking, rowing), Summer is beach camping at Camp Pendleton (surfing, boogie boarding, beach activities, and the Marines demonstration), and Fall ends the year in the mountains when its still warm (fishing, lizard hunting, hiking, swimming). They are at great locations from the mountains to the ocean beaches and well organized with one or two tribes sponsoring the planned activities, games and awards. These campouts include all the tribes in our nation.  One benefit of these group activities is that you are able to camp with younger children, and have a wealth of activities and comrades available, without being overwhelmed with planning.  There are always Indian games.  The kids will get awards, and perform in their own skits at the “big campfire” in the evenings.  These are memorable events that no father and son should miss, let alone the great experiences in the variety of California nature locations. The camping equipment will vary depending on the camp from tents to cabins, as will the ability of the camp to provide food or everyone brings their own. 

Special Indian Nation Activities

Each year as a group of tribes, there is typically a Turkey Shoot (archery w/ targets), Christmas Party, Bowling Tournament, Pine Car Derby, college baseball game, Pancake Breakfast, face painting in the 4th of July Parade, and the Induction Picnic (the conclusion and start of each year).

Achievements

There is a lot of encouragement through awards and patches that the children collect on their vests and lances.  The learning of practical safety rules, and Indian Customs and values, are respected and encouraged with the Pal Coup award.
